Will Graham and Empire Nation join forces for FNX event

FNX is a termly youth event held in schools around Exeter. On Friday 16th September Will Graham (the grandson of Billy
Graham) and UK Christian band Empire Nation joined together for an evening of high energy music and powerful word.

The evening was a culmination of months of preparation and publicity, and on the night 500 young people filled St
Peter's School Hall. The evening exceeded all expectations. Empire Nation’'s first set got the crowds jumping; there was
a dazzling cameo from rapper Steve Hayes; Will Graham’s talk was both accessible and challenging; and 72 young
people came forward in response to the Gospel. The evening ended with a worship set led by Empire Nation.

Prior to the event both Will and the band were in St Peter’s, leading assemblies and giving lessons, sharing the stories
and faith that drives them. St Peter’'s Head of RE, Hazel Parker says: "It was excellent having Empire Nation in school for
assemblies and a lunch gig. they were a top quality band with a clear Christian faith and message underlining the
relevance of God to young people; breaking down unhelpful stereotypes of Christianity received elsewhere. Awesomel!
Will Graham was met with great enthusiasm from 500 year 7 and 8 students during a huge RE lesson. Many questions
were asked and good attention given, many stayed behind to talk further with Will. The FNX event was awesome and
the combination of Empire Nation and Will Graham drew a huge crowd of 500 plus and a wonderful large response at
the end. Here we see the great value of schools work through ICE, Christian staff and others combined for the glory of
God".

Will Graham began his evangelistic ministry with youth-oriented, one-day events in Canada, and since then he has
spoken to more than 125,000 people in North America, Hong Kong and India. Empire Nation are quickly becoming one
of the UK’s top Christian bands, taking fresh worship, inspiring lyrics and infectious beats everywhere that they play. FNX
marked the start of series of events in the UK where Will Graham and Empire Nation will share the Gospel in this way.

Ed also has busy time ahead this term with some BIG events to look forward to in secondary
schools. Watch this space for how you can be involved.

As ever, there are lots of great opportunities for students at St Peter's to engage with
Jesus. FNX on 16th September with Empire Nation and Will Graham is possibly the big
moment this term but every week there's Jam Club (for yr 7-9 with Helen from St
Leonard's) and Soul Cafe (for yr 9-11 with Dave Pegg from Belmont), where students
have regular fime to consider Jesus and get fo know him more for themselves. Please
pray especially for Christian students to keep stepping up in conversation, in their
example with their friends and fo have a growing passion to see them know God too.

Martin Thompson, for four years an active director of ICE, has moved from his job from
Youth Adviser for the Diocese of Exeter to train as an RE teacher, based at St. Lukes’
Community College ;he has resigned as a director as he has a very full commitment
ahead.

Last term one
assembly focussed on asking God to take away some of their fears! We asked all those that wanted to,
to hold out their hands and with their palms down-let go of what they were  worrying about, then with

their palms up ask God to fill them with his special helper, the Holy Spirit. Many children (from several
different schools) came to speak to me after the assembly including one young boy (aged 8) who said "I
was scared of making new friends and now I'm not anymore"...Praise God for answered prayers!

We are looking forward to what God is going to do this term through assemblies, lunch clubs and RE
m lessons.
