The LIFE exhibition brings a fresh look at Jesus to eleven primary schools...

LIFE is a project run by Counties, which aims to help primary school students better understand
what Christians believe about Jesus through a series of videos, stories, and inferaction. 560 pu-
pils from 11 different primary schools across the city experienced the multimedia, hour-ong
session over the six days — and it was a great success! We also had just over 50 staff/parent
helpers and several other adults visit throughout the week!

The exhibition arrived flat-packed in a van and with the help of about
15 very enthusiastic volunteers we assembled the ‘pods’ and café
area into four separate rooms in Belmont Chapel.

Each coloured zone focused on a separate aspect of Jesus: prophe-
cies made about him hundreds of years before he was born, his life
and some of the miracles he performed, and the impact his tfeaching
had...and still has on many today.

The groups of pupils ranged from a manageable 18 to a challenging 35.
Staff and pupil feedback was a great encouragement to us and a
testament to the quality and care Counties have made in creating the
exhibition and the enthusiasm and commitment of all our volunteers.

Schools thanked us for ‘making our children feel so welcome’ and the ‘fab
content and learning opportunities, slick organisation and friendly
team’ (Countess Wear Community School). Volunteers commented on how
it was a ‘pleasure to see children engage so actively with the message of
Jesus and ‘wow’ af the new things they had learnt”, and the ‘joy it was to
answer some of their many questions albout the Christian faith’,
